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1. Apply for a PIN (Personal Identification Number)
(Returning APU students who completed a FAFSA in 2007-2008 will be sent a PIN instead of a renewal FAFSA.)

— Your PIN serves as an identifier to let you access your personal information in various U.S. Department of
Education systems. It's like a personal identification number you get from your bank that enables you to
access your account. Because your PIN serves as your electronic signature, you should keep it in a secure
place and not share it with others.

— We encourage you to apply for a PIN NOW! Students can apply for a PIN by going to the following website
and choosing “Apply for PIN.” http://www.pin.ed.gov.

(Eastern Standard Time), Monday through Friday, 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Saturday and 1:00 p.m. to 7:00
p.m. on Sunday. Press option “0” for customer assistance.

— When you file online, you'll be asked only those questions that apply to you. Your answers will be
automatically edited with built-in prompts, resulting in fewer errors. You may obtain help online for each
guestion by using the general help button. What's more, FAFSA on the Web has a chat feature where you
can exchange live messages online with a customer service representative.
